FAQ regarding the trip and show: 
Q: Do you have to be involved in the show to go to Disney World?
A: Cast and crew will have first priority to sign up for the trip by October 1, 2007. If there are spaces left, inducted members of the ITS and/or Theatre class students will have the opportunity to sign up by October 15th. After 54 cast, crew and/or parents have signed up- a waiting list will be made. After a total of 80 have signed up or been wait listed, those on the wait list may enroll. The numbers affect the buses we use once we are in Orlando. 
Q: If you are in the show do you have to go to Disney World? 
A: No. No one is forcing you to go to Disney World. A replacement can be made in the cast if needed, but we’d prefer it if the entire cast could come. 
Q: If I am in the show, am I guaranteed a Disney World performance spot?
A: No. Ms. Passey reserves the right to re-cast if needed and substitutions may be made at any time. If a cast member is a problem during the rehearsal and/or performance process, a substitution may be made. 
Q: I am in the show, but I can't afford the trip. Will Ms. Passey or the drama department pay for me?
A: Unfortunately, the drama department is unable to cover the cost of the trip for each student. A fundraising effort is underway to underwrite some of the cost, but each student is expected to pay for the majority of the trip. The trip is $1097/ per student. 
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Q: Are we performing in the Disney parks?
A: The National Performing Arts Festival is at the Disney Saratoga Springs Resort. If we are selected as the “Top Performing Group”, we will also perform in Tomorrowland at the Magic Kingdom.
